Desk Study “Status of Cultural and Creative Industries and Status of the Artist in the Republic of Kazakhstan”
Coverage: 
Kazakhstan
Within the Regular Programme of UNESCO Cluster Office for Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan in Almaty, and under the overall authority of the Director of the  Office and direct supervision of the Culture Programme Specialist, the Contractor shall conduct a desk study on the status of cultural and creative industries and “the Status of the Artist” in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The study will be conducted within the framework of the UNESCO Convention on the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expression (2005) and Recommendations on Status of the Artist (1980). The study will also include a set of recommendations on how to develop a creative economy, taking into account that the year 2021 has been declared as the International Year of Creative Economy for Sustainable Development. The outcomes of the study will form a part of the background document aimed at informing the authorised body on the prerequisitions for further ratification of the 2005 Convention.
The Contractor shall perform the following work assignment:
1. Develop a workplan and the time frame in English for the conduct of the study and the development of the report.

2. Establish regular working relations with UNESCO Almaty and seek clarification as deemed

necessary across the different steps of implementation. Participate in email exchanges, conference calls and meetings as deemed necessary for

the smooth implementation of the study.

3. Organise and conduct the study. The study should notably focus on :

· analysis of the current laws of Kazakhstan, as they relate to cultural expression, and to what extent the standards of the 2005 Convention and the Recommendations on the Status of the Artist (1980) are already reflected in the exisiting legal framework.  Based on the information collected, develop an analytical report on the state-of-affairs of the  legislation, including the Tax Code, the Customs Code and other relevant laws, highlighting any possible contradiction with the international normative documents. The study should also offer insight into which cultural industries possess comparative advantage in Kazakhstan, so that future policies may provide priorities to those CCIs that are considered to have promising future;

· elaborate key findings and recommendations for the government of Kazakhstan to consider with the aim of alignment of the legal framework, related to policies and measures across all the different stages of the “value chain” (creation, production, distribution, participation) so as to contribute to the country’s readiness to ratify the 2005 Convention. The recommendation should also make a reference to 2021 as the International Year of Creative Economy for Sustainable Development, and highlight how creative economies which are based on the vibrant cultural and creative industries have become a global priority driving sustainable development around the world. 
The study will address the following issues:

i. the strategic pathways as well as opportunities to enhance culture's transversal role across all policies.
ii. the main priorities of cultural policies at the national level on creative and cultural industries.
iii.  the challenges and opportunities for creative and cultural industries

 (funding, infrastructure, institutional frameworks, concepts and approaches).
iv. the trends pertaining to the the role of the civil society and the private sector.
v. the issues related to the Recommendations on the Status of the Artist (1980) as reflected in the national policy documents and legislation.
vi. the impact of the COVID-19 lockdown on the creative and cultural sector (issues, challenges, lessons learnt and recommendations for the recovery phase).
4. Develop the content of the report. The report should be well structured and easy to follow. The report shall include:

· background

· analysis 

· key recommendations and findings

· examples, good practices or case studies which illustrate or support the key outcomes

· qualitative and quantitative data (including relevant sources)
5. The report shall be written in English and Russian. The length of the report is approximately 30-35 “standard pages” as defined by UNESCO (a “standard page” containing 320 words). 
6. Submit the final reports to UNESCO Almaty. Final payment will be done upon approval of the final reports in the Russian and English languages.
Deliverables
The Contractor shall submit to UNESCO, in electronic format, the following deliverables:

(i) By 20 July 2020, the workplan with responsible experts, timeframe and description of the methodology for the implementation of the study, together with a draft outline/ contet (max.3 pages);
(ii) By 31 August 2020, a draft version in the Russian and English languages of the study report for review by UNESCO for comments;
(iii) By 25  September 2020,  draft versions in the Russian and English languages of the study report integrating editorial comments for final review by UNESCO.
(iv) By 10 October 2020, final versions of the report in the Russian and English languages.

Payment of Installments
· First payment upon submission of the workplan with the time frame in English for study and report development; and description of the methodology for the implementation of the study, together with a draft outline/ contet (max.3 pages) (30%).
· Second payment upon submission and approval by UNESCO Almaty of the final reports in the Russian and English languages.
Selection  criteria
· Organisation working in the sector of creative cultural industries. 
· Good writing skills in the Russian and English languages of involved expert (s) are essential.

· Professional knowledge of English of involved expert (s) is essential.
· Understanding of the Convention on the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expression (2005) and Recommendations on Status of the Artist (1980) of involved expert (s) is desirable.
· Competitiveness of the financial proposal.
